1 find these words echo in
my mind sometimes, especially when | am wondering what the
“ri"ghthing to do i s. After all
wisdom? We can acquire knowledge and know things, but wisdom
is applying that knowledge in the right times and the right places.

of wisdom literature. Wisdom literature is a type of writing that
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seeks to help God’s people |Iive and

Other books we have read before such as Proverbs and
Ecclesiastes are like James. But James is the only book in the
New Testament that is like this. There are places in the Gospels
where Jesus gives us sermons that are filled with wisdom (like the
Sermon on the Mount). But James is the only book that focuses on
wisdom. This type of writing seeks to communicate advice and
instructions from one in authority (a king, teacher, or parent) based
on his or her own life experiences. Itis meant to help us from
having to learn these lessons the hard way, and help us more
forward in faith without hitting the stumbling blocks the wise person
already did.

| think many of us can relate to the wisdom found in this
book. It warns us in chapter 2 how our faith, without works, is
dead. Chapter 3 warns us about taming our tongues and how our
mouths are meant for blessing God, not speaking ill of our
neighbor. Chapter 5 reminds us to be patient, and hold on,
because God really is in control. James is a short book, so | would
suggest that you read ¥z or % chapter a day and take time with it to
think about how the wisdom found in here can guide your life.
